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Destocking the Cow Herd

Times are tough and much of the land is dry. What are you, as a producer goingttoyer
herd?

As a producer, the first thing you have to ask yourself is why do you have cattle in the first
place? The most important answer is to harvest forage but the real job as a producer is to grow
forage and convert it to a saleable product.

Drought management is never easy, but as a producer you should always be prepared and to have
a plan and developing a destocking plan is a key factor.

The objective of herd reduction or destocking is to optimize cattle performance of the remaining
breeding hat and to balance the herd requirements with forage supply.

Dr. Ron Gill, Texas AgriLife Extension at Texas A&M University, states that there are two rules
of destocking:

1. Identify the problem and take action as soon as possible
2. Make sure that stocking adjuiments are made sooner, so that the reduction of the
herd will be less severe

Many producers make common mistakes whe;
destocking their herd.

The Ahanging ono method, hoping that tnsings w
and sale value of live cattle, local markets decline and feed prices increase during the drought
and finally, this practice results in reduced income from the cattle sold.

Other mistakes include weaning calves early and keeping all the cows, retauimggopws at

the expense of more productive cows and selling cattle to buy feed for the remaining herd.
Under drought conditions, the best destocking strategies are culling spring or summer calving
cows that do not have a calf at their side.



ABy r e noentiyeagnomuroducing females, stocking rates and forage requirements can
be reduced by 12 to 25 percent without affect

Depending on the ranchés current mancalgement p
either shortbred fall cows or longbred summer calving cows. The extended breeding seasons
requires palpation because culling depends on stage of pregnancy.

As well as checking for pregnancy, producers need to inspect for defects like teeth, udder, and
structural defects. Producers should also check to see if the potential cull cows have a calf at
their side.

producers need to cull cows that arenarginal production, bad disposition, have low
performance records and low pegtaning calf performance. These cows may have calves that
can be weaned early and retained, if resources are available and economically beneficial.

Many producers wait to weamaves will have less of a dramatic impact on forage demand for
the rest of the cow herd. Although, calves may need to be weaned earlier if the cow has a lower
body condition score than desired.

The cattle still have to eat, but make sure that during a drought that pastures are not grazed too
short. Before overgrazinill suggests bringing the cattle to a central location to feed in a
sacrifice area to prevent destruction of the forage base.
