Antibiotic Use in  Livestock

As consumers have become more and more aware 

as to what they are eating, antibiotic usage has 

become a greater concern in our food producing 

industry. 

In the United States we have been utilizing 

antibiotics in low doses or sub-therapeutic levels 

in livestock diets for 50 years.  Consumers are 

concerned about the possible human health 

implications, while producers are concerned with the decrease in weight gain and increase in 

mortality due to illness in the animals.   Consumers should understand the reasons why these 

animal care methods are used and the truth about any risk involved to human health. 

Cattle farmers and ranchers believe that wholesome, nutritious beef products begin with healthy 

cattle living in a caring environment.  Cattle are raised in areas where they have more than plenty 

of room to roam and grow with constant access to water and feed.  They are treated like rock 

stars with their health in mind. The highest priority for cattle raisers is the health of their cattle, 

much like parents prioritize their kidsô health. When a child becomes ill, proactive parents 

immediately obtain medicines and antibiotics to cure the ñbugò that is harming their childôs 

health. This same concept is kept in mind by cattle producers. When they see an animal that 

seems under the weather they judiciously use antibiotics to help the animal get over the sickness 

that is hindering them in their daily lives. 

The common misconception is that antibiotics are used only for growth orientation when this is 

completely false. There are strict guidelines installed by the USDA and FDA as to the proper use 

of antibiotics. Producers attend Beef Quality Assurance (BQA) programs, which are workshops 

http://thecattlecall.wordpress.com/
http://thecattlecall.wordpress.com/2011/11/23/antibiotic-use-in-livestock/charlie-bio-pic/


that outline the essential elements for ensuring healthy, well-cared for cattle. The BQA educates 

producers at every step in the beef production chain about providing optimal care for cattle, 

while also emphasizing that abuse of animals will not be tolerated. It is programs like these that 

have helped the United States become the world leader in beef quality. To sustain this quality 

producers have learned through these programs, the proper way to utilize antibiotics. Along with 

these producer efforts toward proper use, just as much safety is contributed by the FDA as to the 

selection of which antibiotic is acceptable. The government requires that 75 different studies be 

conducted to demonstrate antibiotic safety before it can be used in the industry. 

Educating cattle producers as to best practices along with the regulations and oversight from the 

USDA and FDA, make the beef produced in the United States the safest in the world.  The 

proper use of antibiotics by farmers and ranchers ensure the healthiest, and most nutritious beef 

products for us, the consumers! 

Texas Beef Leader of Tomorrow, Charley Martinez of Desoto, Texas, is a sophomore at Texas A&M 
University-Kingsville majoring in Agriculture Business-Ranch Management.  Charley currently serves as 
the Texas Junior Simmental/Simbrah Association Treasurer and was President in 2010-2011.  He was 
awarded the Bronze Merit award in the American Junior Simmental Association Merit Program as well as 
other awards.  Charley is on the Texas A&M-Kingsville livestock judging team and will be a member of 
the inaugural meats judging team in 2012.
