[bookmark: hist]Enchanted Rock State Natural Area: Enchanted Rock State Natural Area consists of 1643.5 acres on Big Sandy Creek, north of Fredericksburg, on the border between Gillespie and Llano Counties. The Rock is a huge, pink granite exfoliation dome, which rises 425 feet above ground, 1825 feet above sea level, and covers 640 acres.   Visitors can enjoy primitive backpacking, camping, hiking, technical and rock climbing, picnicking, geological study, bird watching, and star gazing (minimal light pollution). 

Area Wineries: The Fredericksburg area is home to over a dozen vineyards and wineries.  In addition to that there are several wine tasting store fronts and wine bars in the main shopping area.  Sample the rustic charm and hospitality of the Hill Country; spend the day discovering the world of Texas wine. 
Shopping: When we say you can shop the "widest Main Street in Texas," we are not kidding. Our shopping choices are so wide they go beyond Main Street - beyond the ordinary! You can shop uptown, downtown, in town, or outside of town! With 200 shops and stores, Fredericksburg offers a boundless array of the fresh, the quaint, the one-of-a-kind that you won't find any place else. Antiques and art. Handiwork and home decor. Gifts, furniture, and specialty foods and wines. Texana, books, collectibles. Even top fashion!
